Shawn Beck is considered  

	 by the Board not to be an independent director under the NZSX Listing Rules.

6. 	 PricewaterhouseCoopers was appointed by the board during the year following the resignation of KPMG as the Company’s statutory 

	 auditor after a competitive tender process.
